RECOMMENDATION 

Staff is requesting that the Mayor and City Council authorize the Interim City Manager 
to exercise the second year renewal option of the agreement with Metro Express, Inc. 
(Metro), to continue providing the City with the labor, supervision, tools, and services 
necessary for asphalt laid-in-place at various locations throughout the City on an as­
needed, when needed basis, in an amount not to exceed $239,176. 

BACKGROUND 

On April 11, 2013, The City issued Invitation to Bid No. 25-12-13 and subsequently 
received responses from eight vendors. Metro was selected as the lowest responsive, 
responsible bidder and recommended for award by City Council.

On June 25, 2013 the City Council passed and adopted Resolution No. 2013-7 4 
awarding an initial one-year term to Metro, with the option to renew for four (4) 
additional one-year terms. 

Since being awarded, Metro has provided the City with Asphalt Laid-in-Place Services 
to repair and resurface roads and public right-of-ways throughout the City on an as 
needed basis. 

This renewal represents the second of four renewal options allowable under the current 
contract for this firm. 

FUNDING SOURCE 

The funding for this renewal has been allocated from the City's gas tax fund .

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SECTION 1.0 
SCOPE OF WORK 

1.1 SCOPE OF WORK 

The purpose of this Invitation for Bid is to establish a contract for the purchase of hot mix 
asphalt laid-in-place at various locations throughout the City. This contract will be used 
for routine resurfacing of City streets and alleyways. Hot mix asphalt (FOOT approved 
type S-3 mix) shall be laid in place in accordance with the specifications herein and for 
Florida Department of Transportation ("FOOT") Road and Bridge Construction 2000, 
together with any of its supplements. 

The scope of work shall consist of furnishing the following: All labor, materials, 
equipment necessary for removal of millings, discarding all deleterious material 
produced by the Bidder's Work, hauling of all material, and placing plant mix asphaltic 
concrete in City streets, alleyways, right-of-ways and any City owned property as 
directed by the Public Works Department.

1.2 GENERAL WORK PERFORMED 

1.2.1 JOB MIX FORMULA 

Job mix formula is to be approved by the City Engineer. Plant mix asphalt for 
this Work shall meet this formula within the specified tolerances of City of North 
Miami 

1.2.2 MILLING WORK 

Where milling work is required, Bidder shall mill one inch (1 ") below front of curb 
and gutter for width of existing road and discard the same as necessary and in a 
manner that complies with State, City and Municipal regulations and standards. 

1.2.3 TESTING 

Bidder to provide certification of mix design. The materials and construction of 
the asphalt surface shall conform to applicable specifications for type S-3 sand 
mix. 

1.2.4 MOCK-UP 

IFB 25-12-13 

For quality control and assurance purposes, the Awarded Bidder shall provide a 
mock-up at a location where Work is to be performed. The extent and location of 
the mock-up will be at a location determined by the City representative.

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1.3 SERVICE LOCATIONS 

Accompanying these specifications are lists of locations defining areas to be maintained 
under the base Bid. By submitting a Bid, the Bidder certifies that he/she is familiar with 
the sites and the proposed scope of work, prior to submitting a Bid. The City reserves 
the right to remove specific locations on a temporary or permanent basis, as deemed 
appropriate. 

1.4 PAYMENT 

Payment will be made by the City after the service awarded to a Bidder have been 
received, inspected, and found to comply with award specifications, free of damage or 
defect and properly invoiced. 

1.5 DAILYLOG 

Successful Bidder will be required to provide the Public Works' representative with a 
daily tonnage usage sheeUiog as well as a copy of the ticket for this project. 

1.6 DAMAGE 

If property (public or private) is damaged performing Work specified or is removed for 
the convenience of the Work, it shall be repaired or replaced immediately at the expense 
of the Bidder in a manner acceptable to the City of North Miami. Such property shall 
include but not be limited to: sidewalks, curbs and/or gutters, driveways, approaches, 
walls, fences, footings, all types of landscaping (i.e. sod, shrubs, and trees), property 
screening material, and other such material that may be encountered during 
performance of Work. 

1.6.1 NOTIFICATION 

Bidder shall notify the Public Works Department in writing of the site having pre­
existing damage to sidewalks, curbs, swales, adjacent improvements, etc., 
before beginning Work. Failure to do so shall obligate the Bidder to make repairs

1. 7 TRAFFIC CONTROL 

Any detours made necessary by the nature of this Work, shall be clearly marked and are 
the responsibility of the Bidder to maintain. The City Police Department must be notified 
in such event prior to any detours. 

Bidder shall comply with all requirements of the MUTCD (Manual of Uniform Traffic 
Control) and other applicable rule and regulations governing traffic controls. 

1.8 PROTECTION 

Bidder shall be solely responsible for pedestrian and vehicular safety and control within 
the Work site and shall provide the necessary warning devices, barricades and ground 
personnel needed to give safety, protection, and warning to persons and vehicular traffic 
within the area. All safety devices must have suitable and sufficient lighting for the 
prevention of accidents. All minimum safety standards required by Municipal, City, State 
and Federal ordinances and laws shall be strictly met by the Awarded Bidder. The 
Awarded Bidder must also provide the following; 

1.8.1 Protection necessary to prevent damage to property where installation is being 
performed and adjoining properties.

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1.8.2 Restore any damage to property to its original condition, at Awarded Bidder's 
expense, as acceptable to the City of North Miami. 

1.9 EMPLOYEES 

All employees of the Bidder shall be considered to be at all times the sole employees of 
the Bidder, under the Bidder's sole direction, and not an employee or agent of the City of 
North Miami. The Bidder shall supply competent and physically capable employees and 
the City may require the Bidder to remove any employee it deems careless, 
incompetent, insubordinate or otherwise objectionable and whose presence on City 
property is not in the best interest of the City. City shall not have any duty to implement 
or enforce such requirements. 

1.9.1 APPEARANCE 

Awarded Bidder shall be responsible for the appearance of all working personnel 
assigned to the project (clean and appropriately dressed at all times). Personnel 
must be able to supply proper identification at all times. 

1.9.2 SUPERVISOR 

Awarded Bidder shall assign an "On Duty" supervisor who speaks and reads 
English. 

1.10 SITE PREPARATIONS 

The following preparation shall be adhered to: 

1.1 0.1 All areas that require milling, and all start and end points, must be milled one inch 
(1") in preparation for asphalt. 

1.1 0.2 Before resurfacing , all grass and debris shall be removed from existing pavement 
edges and disposed of by Bidder, before placing asphalt. 

1.1 0.3 Newly applied material shall not overrun edges of existing asphalt. 

1.1 0.4 Awarded Bidder will be responsible for performing any necessary adjustments of 
manhole lids, gate valve boxes, etc. prior to commencement of Work. 

1.1 0.5 All surfaces shall be brought up to proper grade with asphalt leveling courses. 

1.1 0.6 Awarded Bidder will be responsible for any/all initial temporary markings AND 
permanent thermoplastic street markings any and all R.P.M.'s (reflective 
pavement markings) must be replaced with new ones after paving of streets to 
comply with City of North Miami and FOOT standards. 

1.1 0. 7 The asphaltic concrete shall be placed at an average thickness of one inch (1") , 
or at an average rate of eighteen (18) square yards per ton, or as directed by the 
Public Works Director or his designee. 

1.1 0.8 All surfaces shall be brought up to grade with asphalt leveling courses. 

1.11 TACK COAT 

A tack coat shall be applied sufficiently in advance of the laying of the leveling course or 
wearing surface to permit drying, however, it shall not be applied so far in advance of the 
paving of an area, that it loses its adhesiveness as a result of being covered by dust or 
other foreign material. 

1.11 .1 The tack coat shall be kept free from traffic until the wearing surface is applied.

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1.11.2 The tack coat shall be applied uniformly and completely with a pressure 
distributor or other approved mechanical method or by hand method. The 
material shall be applied in a uniform layer at a rate of .05 to .15 gallons per 
square yard. The tack coat material shall conform to the specifications of the 
Florida D.O.T. for the grade used and be any suitable grade of rapid cure tack 
coat. The material shall be heated to a consistency suitable for the application. 

1.11.3 Tack coat is always applied between pavement lifts, unless specified or directed 
by the engineer. 

1.11.4 Tack coat must be applied only to an area that can be covered by the same day's 
paving. 

1.12 MATERIAL APPLICATION 

For streets to be resurfaced which are approximately ten feet (1 0') or greater in width, 
the material shall be placed by means of a mechanical spreader and finishing machine 
equipped with tamping bars, or a machine of approved design. For resurfacing areas 
less than approximately ten feet (10') in width, a spreader box or other method may be 
used. 

After spreading as specified, the mixture shall be rolled when it has set sufficiently, come 
to the proper condition to be rolled , and when the rolling does not cause undue 
displacement or shoving. 

A tandem roller weighing not less than eight (8) tons shall be used in rolling operations. 
The density, after final compaction, shall be not less than 95% of the laboratory 
compacted density of the pavement mixture. 

A rubber tired traffic roller shall be used behind the tandem roller at all times. 

Surface material applied to existing asphalt shall be thoroughly compacted to prevent 
raveling. 

One foot (1 ')transition into all existing driveway approaches.

SECTION 2.0 
SPECIAL CONDITIONS 

The purpose of this Invitation for Bid is to establish a contract, by means of sealed Bids, 
for the services of all labor, equipment, materials and expertise as required for the 
asphalt laid-in-place for in conjunction with the City's needs on an as needed when 
needed basis. 

The Awarded Bidder(s) shall provide the management, supervision, and manpower 
necessary to provide the paving services, as detailed in this IFB. All Work shall be 
performed in a professional and workmanlike manner.

2. 7 COMPLETION TIME TERM OF CONTRACT 

The resulting contract will commence on the first calendar day of the month succeeding 
approval of the contract by the City Commission, or designee, unless otherwise 
stipulated in the Notice of Award letter, which is distributed by the City's Department of 
Procurement; and contingent upon the completion and submittal of all required bid 
documents. This contract shall remain in effect for one (1) year; provided that the 
services rendered by the Bidder during the contract period are satisfactory and that City 
funding is available as appropriated on an annual basis.

The initial contract prices resultant from this solicitation shall prevail for a one (1) year 
period from the contract's initial effective date. Prior to, or upon completion, of that initial 
term, the City shall have the option to renew this contract for an additional four (4) 
year(s) period on a year-to-year basis. Prior to completion of each exercised contract 
term, the City may consider an adjustment to price based letter from the manufacture 
indicating price increase. 

It is the vendor's responsibility to request any pricing adjustment under this provision. 
For any adjustment to commence on the first day of any exercised option period, the 
vendor's request for adjustment should be submitted 30 days prior to expiration of the 
then current contract term. The vendor adjustment request should not be in excess of 
the relevant pricing index change. If no adjustment request is received from the vendor, 
the City will assume that the vendor has agreed that the optional term may be exercised 
without pricing adjustment. Any adjustment request received after the commencement 
of a new option period may not be considered. 

The City reserves the right to negotiate lower pricing for the additional term(s) based on 
market research information or other factors that influence price. The City reserves the 
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right to apply any reduction in pricing for the additional term(s) based on the downward 
movement of the applicable index. 

The City reserves the right to reject any price adjustments submitted by the vendor 
and/or to not exercise any otherwise available option period based on such price 
adjustments. Continuation of the contract beyond the initial period, and any option 
subsequently exercised, is a City prerogative, and not a right of the vendor. This 
prerogative will be exercised only when such continuation is clearly in the best interest of 
the City. 

Should the vendor decline the City's right to exercise the option period, the City may 
consider the vendor in default which decision may affect that vendor's eligibility for future 
contracts. 

NOTE: IF MULTIPLE BIDDERS ARE INVOLVED UNDER THE GIVEN 
CONTRACT, ANY OPTIONS TO RENEW WILL BE RESTRICTED TO THE 
SPECIFIC ITEMS OF WORK INITIALLY AWARDED TO ANY 
SPECIFICBIDDER. 

2.9 ADDITIONS/DELETIONS OF FACILITIES 

Although this solicitation identifies specific areas to be serviced, it is hereby agreed and 
understood that additional areas may be added/deleted to/for, this contract at the option 
of the City.

2.11 SITE INSPECTION 

Prior to submitting the Bid, Bidder is required to visit the site of the proposed Work and 
to become familiar with any conditions which may in any manner, affect the Work to be 
done or affect the equipment, materials ·and labor required. The Bidder is also required 
to examine carefully the specifications and be thoroughly informed regarding any and all 
conditions and requirements that may in any manner affect the Work to be performed 
under the contract. No additional allowances will be made because of lack of knowledge 
of these conditions. 

2.12 INSURANCE 

Bidders must submit with their Bid, proof of insurance meeting or exceeding the 
following requirements or a letter of intent to provide the following requirements if 
awarded the contract: 

• Worker's Compensation Insurance- as required by law 
• Employer's Liability Insurance - $1,000,000 per occurrence

The successful Bidder(s) must submit, prior to signing of contract, a Certificate of 
Insurance naming the City of North Miami as additional insured for Commercial General 
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Liability and Auto Liability Insurance. Consultant shall guarantee all required insurances 
remain current and in effect throughout the term of contract. 

Provider shall indemnify and hold harmless the City and its officers, employees, agents 
and instrumentalities from any and all liability, losses or damages, including attorneys' 
fees and costs of defense, which the City or its officers, employees, agents or 
instrumentalities may incur as a result of claims, demands, suits, causes of actions or 
proceedings of any kind or nature arising out of, relating to or resulting from the 
performance of this Agreement by the Provider or its employees, agents, servants, 
partners principals or subcontractors. 

Provider shall pay all claims and losses in connection therewith and shall investigate and 
defend all claims, suits or actions of any kind or nature in the name of the City, where 
applicable, including appellate proceedings, and shall pay all costs, judgments, and 
attorney's fees which may issue thereon. 

Provider expressly understands and agrees that any insurance protection required by 
this Agreement or otherwise provided by Provider shall in no way limit the responsibility 
to indemnify, keep and save harmless and defend the City or its officers, employees, 
agents and instrumentalities as herein provided. 

The Awarded Bidder(s) must submit, no later than ten (10) days after award and 
prior to commencement of any Work, a Certificate of Insurance naming the City of 
North Miami as additional insured.

Bidder(s) must clearly understand that the only 
official answer or position of the City will be the one received in writing. 

The Bid title/number shall be referenced on all correspondence, be sure to include the 
page and paragraph number for each question in order to ensure that questions asked 
are responded to correctly. All questions must be received no later than Noon (12 PM), 
Tuesday, April 23, 2013. All responses to questions/clarifications will be sent to all 
prospective Bidders in the form of an addendum. NO QUESTIONS WILL BE 
RECEIVED VERBALLY OR AFTER SAID DEADLINE. 

2.15 FAILURE TO PERFORM 

If in the opinion of the City's representative, the Contractor refuses to begin Work, 
improperly perform said Word, or shall neglect or refuse to take out or rebuild such 
Work, as shall have been rejected or as being defective or unsuitable, then City's 
representative may notify the Contractor to repair and replace Work immediately or 
discontinue all Work under this Contract. 

If at any time the City's representative shall be of the opinion that the said Work is being 
unnecessarily delayed and will not be finished within the prescribed time then City's 
representative may notify the Contractor to discontinue all Work under this Contract. The 
Contractor shall immediately respect said notice and stop said Work and cease to have 
any rights in the possession of the ground and shall forfeit this contract. 
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The City may thereupon look to the next lowest and responsive and responsible Bidder 
to complete the Work or advertise for Bids and let a contract for the uncompleted Work 
in the same manner as was followed in the letting of this Contract and charge the cost 
thereof to the original Bidder upon his contract. Any excess cost arising over and above 
the original contract price shall be charged to the Awarded Bidder. 

2.16 BID/PERFORMANCE/PAYMENT BOND 

All bids must be accompanied by a bid bond in the amount of 5% of the total bid 
submitted, to be in the form of a Cashier's Check, made payable to the City of North 
Miami; a bond written by a surety company authorized to do business in the State of 
Florida and shall comply with State Statute 287.0935. The bond, if in the form of a 
Cashier's Check, of all unsuccessful Bidders will be returned after bid award.

2.18 CERTIFICATIONS 

Any person, firm, corporation or joint venture which submits an offer in response to a 
City solicitation shall, at the time of such offer, hold a valid Certificate of Competency for 
work issued by the State or City Examining Board qualifying said person, firm, 
corporation or joint venture to perform the Work proposed. If Work for other trades is 
required in conjunction with this solicitation and will be performed by a subcontractor(s), 
an applicable Certificate of Competency issued to the subcontractor(s) shall be 
submitted with the prime Bidder's offer; provided, however, that the City may at its option 
and in its best interest allow the Bidder to supply the subcontractor(s) certificate to the 
City during the offer evaluation period. 
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2.19 CONDITIONS OF WORK 

If property (public or private) is damaged performing Work specified or is removed for 
the convenience of the Work, it shall be repaired or replaced at the expense of the 
Contractor in a manner acceptable to the City of North Miami. Such property shall 
include but not limited to: roads , driveways (whether concrete or asphalt), approaches 
(whether concrete or asphalt), sod, walls, fences, water features, footings, underground 
utilities, shrubs, trees, etc. 

Contractor shall submit to the Parks Recreations Department for review, pictures or 
video of the Work site(s) having pre-existing damage to roadways, driveways, 
approaches, sod, swales, adjacent improvements, etc. before beginning Work. Failure 
to do so shall obligate the Bidder to make repairs per above paragraph. 

Contractor shall notify the Parks and Recreation Department of any pre-existing damage 
to tree trunks or limbs before beginning Work. Failure to do so shall obligate the Bidder 
for tree removal, and canopy replacement as per Miami Dade County codes, ordinances 
and or reSolicitations. 

2.20 PROTECTION 

Bidder shall be solely responsible for pedestrian and vehicular safety and control within 
the Work site and shall provide the necessary warning devices, barricades and ground 
personnel needed to give safety, protection and warning to persons and vehicular traffic 
within the area. All safety devices must have suitable and sufficient lighting for the 
prevention of accidents. All minimum safety standards required by Municipal, County, 
State and Federal ordinances and laws shall be strictly met by the Bidder. 

2.21 HOURS OF WORK 

Contractor will perform Work Monday through Friday from 8:00 a.m. through 5 p.m. 
excluding holidays unless prior approval is given by the City. Hours beyond those 
allotted must be requested in writing and approved by the City of North Miami. 

2.22 EMPLOYEES 

Contractor shall be responsible for the appearance of all working personnel assigned to 
the project (clean and appropriately dressed at all times) . Personnel must be able to 
supply proper identification at all times. 

All employees of the Contractor shall be considered to be at all times the sole 
employees of the Contractor, under the Contractor's sole direction, and not an employee 
or agent of the City of North Miami. The Contractor shall supply competent and 
physically capable employees and the City may require the Contractor to remove any 
employee it deems careless, incompetent, insubordinate or otherwise objectionable and 
whose presence on City property is not in the best interest of the City. City shall not 
have any duty to implement or enforce such requirements. 

Bidder shall assign an "On Duty" supervisor who speaks and reads English. 

2.23 WARRANTY REQUIREMENTS 

2.23.1 Type of Warranty Coverage Required 
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The Contractor shall provide a copy of its written warranty certificates with its 
initial offer, or upon request from the City. Failure to meet this requirement may 
result in the offer being deemed non-responsive. The warranty supplied by the 
Contractor shall remain in force for the full period identified by the Contractor; 
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regardless of whether the Contractor is under contract with the City at the time of 
defect. Any payment by the City on behalf of the goods or services received 
from the Contractor does not constitute a waiver of these warranty provisions. 

2.23.2 Correcting Defects Covered Under Warranty 

The Contractor shall be responsible for promptly correcting any deficiency, at no 
cost to the City, within 7 calendar days after the City notifies the Contractor of 
such deficiency in writing. If the Contractor fails to satisfy the warranty within the 
period specified in the notice, the City may (a) place the Contractor in default of 
its contract, and/or (b) procure the products or services from another source and 
charge the Contractor for any additional costs that are incurred by the City for 
this Work or items; either through a credit memorandum or through invoicing. 

2.24 PERMITS

2.25 PRODUCT INFORMATION 

All Bidders must submit product information on the items they propose to furnish on this 
Bid if different from products specified. Any Bid not containing this information may be 
rejected for that reason. 

2.26 ACCIDENT PREVENTION AND BARRICADES 

Precautions shall be exercised at all times for the protection of persons and property. All 
Contractors performing services under this contract shall conform to all relevant OSHA, 
State and City regulations during the course of such effort. Any fines levied by the 
above mentioned authorities for failure to comply with these requirements shall be borne 
solely by the responsible Contractor. Barricades shall be provided by the Contractor 
when Work is performed in areas traversed by persons, or when deemed necessary by 
the City Project Manager. 

2.27 CLEAN-UP 

All unusable materials and debris shall be removed from the premises at the end of each 
workday, and disposed of in an appropriate manner. Upon final completion, the 
Contractor shall thoroughly clean up all areas where Work has been involved as 
mutually agreed with the associated user department's project manager.
